A variety of drinks and small snacks are offered at mid-session break.

There are several acceptance conditions and they are as follows: -

1. Your child must be 3 - 11 years of age.

2. A member of staff must be notified if your child is taking medication or they have a medical condition.

3. If your child is absent through illness or holidays their place will be kept, but fees still remain payable.
